Arts & Culture 

The Cici and Hyatt Brown Museum of Art, a new 26,000 square 

foot museum, opened in February 2015 on the campus of the 

Smithsonian-affiliated Museum of Arts and Sciences. It is home to 

an extensive collection of more than 2,700 Florida oil and 

watercolor paintings. The mezzanine will feature a permanent 

gallery showcasing the collection’s signature pieces. The Museum 

also includes six smaller, changing galleries, conference and 

education rooms, a café with outdoor seating and a gift shop.

Race fans are already rejoicing over the DAYTONA Rising Project – a 

$400 million overhaul that is transforming Daytona International 

Speedway into the world’s first true motorsports stadium.  This 

world-class facility with premium amenities and unparalleled 

conveniences opened to fans in January 2016. By the numbers – 

three new concourse levels now span the frontstretch; five expanded 

and redesigned fan entrances called ‘injectors’; 11 social areas 

dubbed ‘neighborhoods,’ each the size of a football field with open 

sightlines and dozens of video screens to capture the on-track action; more than 60 new luxury trackside suites 

with patios; 17 elevators and 40 escalators in the new grandstand; and, 101,500 new 20”-21” grandstand seats 

featuring backs and arm rests. In addition, more than 7,000 solar panels will be installed making the sports 

complex one of the top five largest solar installations at a professional sports venue in the country.
