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Overview: 

Visit Loudoun is the destination management organization for Loudoun, Va., known as DC’s Wine Country®, located 25 miles from Washington, DC. This not-for-profit organization develops and implements programs that promote tourism and travel to Loudoun and its towns to increase visitation and generate visitor spending. The organization showcases Virginia’s culinary and heritage assets, including award-winning wineries and vineyards, horse country, scenic byways, and towns and villages steeped in history. Loudoun is also home to Dulles International Airport. 
Loudoun Highlights:

Wine, Beer & Spirits
· DC’s Wine Country was established in 1984 with the opening of Willowcroft Farm Vineyards.
· Today, Loudoun boasts more than 40 wineries-the most for any county in Virginia, cideries, distilleries and even a meadery. 
· On a clear day at Bluemont Vineyard, located at 951 feet on the eastern slope of the Blue Ridge Mountains, visitors can see the Washington Monument in Washington, DC, located almost 50 miles away.

· While Old Dominion Brewing Company opened in Loudoun in 1989, the craft beer scene didn’t begin to flourish until 2011 when Lost Rhino Brewing Company and a few others began to emerge. Today, Loudoun has 20-plus breweries,  which are part of the LoCo Ale Trail established by Visit  Loudoun in 2015. 
· Horse Country 

· Loudoun has the largest horse population in Virginia and the third largest population in the United States; visitors can ride along scenic trails and experience special equine events throughout the year. 
· Loudoun was a weekend getaway for President John F. and Jackie Kennedy and family, who enjoyed riding in historic Middleburg, the capital of Virginia’s horse country.
· Loudoun is home to the oldest horse show in the country, The Upperville Colt & Horse Show, first held in 1853.
· Olympic riders live and train in Loudoun and Kentucky Derby winners were born and groomed in the region, including Sea Hero, the 1993 Derby winner, and Genuine Risk, the 1980 winner.
Heritage
· John Mosby, George C. Marshall, and F. Scott Fitzgerald are just a few who lived and visited Loudoun; today, visitors can experience Dodona Manor, the home of George and Katherine Marshall, in Leesburg, among other historic sites. 
· Virginia has more Civil War sites than anywhere in the country, and Loudoun is home to Ball's Bluff Battlefield Park and historic Morven Park, as well as other trails and heritage areas. 
· Loudoun is at the heart of The Journey Through Hallowed Ground National Heritage Area – a 175-mile corridor between Gettysburg, Pa., and Jefferson’s Monticello in Charlottesville, Va.
Technology Corridor 
Northern Virginia is home to one of the world’s largest clusters of data center real estate, known as “Data Center Alley,” with up to 70 percent of the world’s Internet traffic passing through Loudoun County on a daily basis.

Visit Loudoun was established in 1995 as the Loudoun Tourism Council to support the preservation, utilization, and enhancement of Loudoun's unique historic, cultural, and natural tourism assets to ensure community well-being and sustainable economic returns including tax revenues, employment, business profitability, and return on investment. It is a self-governing, private not-for-profit corporation with a board of directors elected by dues-paying members.
